Scholarship Eligibility Requirements

In order to qualify for the Uptown Business and Professional Women’s scholarship

award, the applicant must be:

1. Woman age 25 or older.

2. High School Graduate or General Education Diploma recipient prior to applying.

3. Attend an accredited college or university within the state of Texas.

4. Take at least 6 credit hours each semester.

5. Demonstrate financial need.

6. Submit a completed application and two letters of reference.

The scholarship in the amount of $500 may be awarded each fall and spring semester after registration.   In order to receive awards in succeeding semester, an applicant must:

1. Be continuously enrolled at a Texas college or university.

2. Maintain a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5.

3. Submit the following documentation to the Scholarship Chairman immediately

after registering each semester:

A. Copies of receipts for tuition, fees, books, or other related expenses

totaling at least $500.

B. Copy of prior semester’s grade report.

Each applicant will be notified by mail after selections are made whether or not they have been selected as a recipient.
